Curriculum Review Committee Meeting

January 31, 2012

Minutes from the November meeting were reviewed.

A new agenda was presented that did not include MAP/EXPLORE data or portfolios.

Deb presented a revised timeline for a Technology document to be presented to the board.  Agreement was reached to ask that the Technology document be presented for the first time in May with a June adoption.  Music, Art and a review of ELA would still occur in the summer of 2012 as adopted by the board.  Social Studies will need to be dependent on when the new standards are officially adopted at the state.  Deb will ask Chair Teri Menard to put this on the February Board Agenda.

Reviewed the Technology document to see if it better fit with what the Committee and Board were asking.  Teachers will add to the document during their staff development day with Deb over the next two months.  The Common Core ELA Standards and the MEMO Standards will guide part of this work.

Determined where to add new material to the Board adopted curriculum maps.  Teachers will still keep their own maps and as suggestions or changes need to be made Deb will note those on the Master Maps in the Note section at the end.  That way we will be able to track changes that will need to be part of the next Board discussion and adoption for that curriculum area.

We did not get to an agenda item about how to increase volunteer hours or about ways to report out testing scores.
