Read the Minnesota Statute about the process for reviewing curriculum (120B.11 Subd.3) to define what our mission is as a committee.  Determined that the committee would:

· review the technology, social studies, and art/music curriculum charts or maps and send a recommendation to the School Board using the Board established timeline

· look at test data and additional assessments to monitor student achievement

· be a resource for researching topics of interest to staff to enhance the school curriculum

Reviewed the Curriculum Review cycle adopted by the CRSS School Board.

Reviewed the initial draft of the contents of a portfolio to follow students through CRSS. This would be an additional way to monitor student performance.

Looked at technology standards document prepared by the national media educators (MEMO) group.  Discussed how technology is embedded in the MN Standards especially in the English Language Arts (ELA) standards.  Looked briefly at the work the staff was assigned to do regarding the use of technology, engineering and the GLOBE protocols during the next weeks.
